Why go on a mission trip?

What will we do when we're not working?

Each evening we’ll dine out at a local restaurant and spend time exploring Houston, including a mi-
nor league baseball game. Once our work is done, we’ll spend a day cooling off at the legendary
Schlitterbahn Water Park on Galveston Island.
